Location: The Entertainment Centre is next door to the Hurstville Municipal
Council Building on MacMahon Street, opposite the Old Fire Station. As you
face the entrance to the theatre go in through glass doors on the left. The sign
above the door says “Kanyana & Wandarrah Rooms”

Parking: There is some on-street parking available on Patrick Street all day and
there is a car park on Queens Road which is all day free.
Important Note: Check the street signs for any parking restrictions.

Westfield Parking - The purple and green levels in Westfield Shopping Centre allow
for all day parking and open promptly at 9 am. This is free parking and you can ac-
cess these levels via Rose St., opposite the Hurstville Conference Centre. The blue

and yellow levels have a 3 hour limit.
Note: Parking arrangements & fees are subject to change and should be checked on the day at
the car park facility

By train: Take the exit onto Forest Road, cross over Forest Road and walk left.
Turn right into MacMahon Street and you will see the council building on the
corner of the next intersection. Keep walking past the Council Building until
you get to the entrance for the Theatre and “Kanyana & Wandarrah Rooms”
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
